Formrater Gold - Help Document
Read this carefully

NOTE: YOU MUST BE CONNECTED TO THE INTERNET TO USE THE PROGRAM
Cost – The program can be tried for 1 month at a cost of R160. If after this trial you would like to subscribe, the cost will remain R160 a month and you will need to send an e-mail to support@formrater.co.za advising. You will then be contacted and advised further.  
Let’s begin with using the program:

1. Double Click and open the program.
2. If you receive an error after opening, you will need to download the following file and install it. Download from www.formrater.co.za/dotnetfx.exe
3. When you first open the program, you will receive a message giving you a registration code. You must send this code to support@formrater.co.za requesting your trial costing R160 as above.  
4. Put the unlock code into the register box and click on register.

5. To begin analysing the race card, ensure that you are connected to the internet. And click on the “Go Online” Button.

6. This will go online and give you a list of all available race meetings.

7. Select the Meeting you are interested in and wait a few seconds until you receive a message box “Select Race”

8. Next click on the “Select Race” drop down box and select a race.

9. After you have selected a race, click on the “Get Odds” button. This will get the latest bookmaker betting for all races on the card. Select the race again to update the betting.
NOTE: VERY VERY IMPORTANT: Visit www.tabgold.co.za/odds first to see if the odds are available for your venue for ALL RACES before clicking on the “Get Odds” button on FormraterGold. If you don’t do this, it will corrupt the racecard for this venue. When this happens, you need to do the following: Close and reopen the program. Click on the reset button. Start all over again. ODDS are normally best downloaded after 11AM on race day.

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Numbers and letters are explained.
The number next to the horses Name is the Earnings Index. This is basically the average money earned per run. The number next to the Jockey is the Jockey/Trainer Strike index, Next number is the Formrater Speed Figure. The number under “Points” is the form line rating. Next to this is the horse’s career average Merit Rating. The value next to this is the horse’s ability. The next figure in brackets, is the average lengths that the horse has run for all its runs. Next to this is BMR. This stands for Best Merit Rating and shows the best merit rating the horse has had so far in its racing career. BF – Beaten Favourite, B – Backed last race, CDrp – Drop in class, Blk – Blinkers On or Off 1st time, *** - speedrating improvement. 2 stars (**) means that a horse has improved in speedrating from the 2nd last to the last race.  Three Stars (***) means that a horse has improved in speedrating from the 3rd last, to the 2nd last to the last race.  AP – This is the Assumed Betting. “$” This shows Place Accumulator Inclusions. The more dollar signs the better the chance of placing.
“PA Selections” - these are horses that have a high potential to place.

“MRDiff” - These are horses that have dropped in Merit Ratings.
“HMR” This is the highest Merit Rated Horse in the field.

On some races, you will receive a red box with numbers written in. The box that starts with T1 shows all horses whose trainer has only one for the day. Prov Chng  shows all horses that are racing in the current province for the first or second time. You also have 2 other boxes, ActSpeed: This is the speed average speed of the horse for all runs not taking weight change into consideration. AveSpeed, takes weight changes into consideration.
Buttons Explained:
AveSelections: This button, takes the horses in the top window and sorts them out according to which horse has the best average in the major factors.
FavExacta: This button should be pressed only when you are online and not more that 5 minutes are remaining for a race. It uses and advance Formrater Systems mathematical algorithm to give you the best probabilities of exactas. From stats, more than 80% of the time the winner or second placed horse will come from the first 2 lines.
The Collateral Form button gives you a comparison of all horses in the race that met previously in other.

The PA, P6 and JP buttons are self explanatory. These generate a basic structure for your exotic bets giving selections with what the program thinks is best. NOTE:  SCRATCHINGS are not taken into account.

The LottoFun button allows you to play 16 numbers in the lotto and optimises these selections into 1 ticket. (Just some fun for lotto lovers)
You might have an additional button that reads “Update Results”. This button is used from time to time to download the latest results file to you computer so that you view previous races with results to see your mistakes or learn why you didn’t pick the winner.
To view the form of a horse, simply double click on the horse’s name.
